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Activity/Achievement Report (SESSION 2024-25)

1. Teachers' Day was celebrated by the Department of Geography on 5th September 2024 with great
enthusiasm and respect. The MSc First- and Second-Year students took the initiative to organize
the event, expressing their heartfelt gratitude towards their teachers. The celebration
commemorated the birth anniversary of Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan, a renowned philosopher,

teacher, and the second President of India, whose legacy continues to inspire generations.
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2. The Department celebrated “World Ozone Day” on 16th September 2024 with active participation
from students and faculty. A lecture was delivered by Dr. Surender Kumar to raise awareness
about the importance of the ozone layer and the need to protect it. The event saw enthusiastic
participation from 30 students of MSc First Year, 23 students of MSc Second Year, and 60
students of BA Third Year. The session was both informative and engaging, highlighting

environmental concerns and encouraging students to take conscious steps toward sustainability.




3. Geographical association in collaboration with Eco-Club organized a Poster Making (on the spot)
competition on “Ozone for Life: 35 Years of Global Cooperation” on 16" September, 2024. The
students Himansu (B. Com Final Year), Riya (B. Com Final Year), Deepika (B. A. Final Year)
and Anshul (MSc Final Year) Won prize First, Second and Third and consolation prize
respectively.
