Extension Lecture Conducted on 17.12.2022 

NSS Units of the college conducted extension lectures on “Cyber Crime, JJ act, 
POCSO act and Drugs abuse prevention”. The Resource persons were Mr. Naresh 
Kumar, Haryana Police department, Ms. Mamta, Mr. Vijay, Mr. Bharat, DCPO Office. Mr. 
Naresh Kumar were made aware the NSS volunteers’s from various type of cyber and 
internet crimes and measures to prevent cyber crime like hacking, ransom ware, 
espionage, financial theft, phising activities and other internet related crimes. 
  Mr. Naresh Kumar highlighted the various type of cyber and internet crimes like 
identity theft physiological tricks, social media related crimes, digital banking frauds 
attacks through mobile application, virus, attack on personal computers and various 
preventive measures.
